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Why 'Hershey's Bill'?

Breed-Specific Legislation became
law on August 29, 2005. All active
service dogs in Ontario fitting the
general description as outlined
under DOLA, were immediately
deemed 'pit bulls' and forced into
retirement. Hershey was one such
service dog. In honour of Hershey
and all other service dogs affected
by this legislation, bills to repeal
Bill 132 have been named
'Hershey's Bill'. To date, there
have been four such bills
introduced into the Ontario
Legislature.
